· How does Jesus develop the idea of freedom and defeating God’s enemies etc.  What ‘land’ does he promise us?

· How does Jesus’ death remind us of the Exodus?  Why?

· How does Revelation 19-22 complete the picture?

· With this in mind what does this mean about our attitude to our world?  What our your biggest challenges in this area?

· Why is knowing God such an important theme in Exodus?  How might deepening your knowledge of God change your life?

· God is sometimes frustrating (Exo 5) and confusing (Exo 13-14).  What is your experience of this?

· The song of Moses is full of triumph and confidence about the future.  What is their confidence?  What is ours?
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
