The meaning of righteousness and justice

“Here is my servant, whom I uphold, my chosen one in whom I delight; I will
put my Spirit on him and he will bring justice to the nations. He will not shout
or cry out, or raise his voice in the streets. A bruised reed he will not break,
and a smouldering wick he will not snuff out. In faithfulness he will bring
forth justice; he will not falter or be discouraged till he establishes justice on
earth. In his law the islands will put their hope.” (Isaiah 42:1-4)

Be right with God

For Christ died for sins once for all, the righteous for the unrighteous, to bring
you to God. (1 Peter 3:18)

Be right with people

I rescued the poor who cried for help, and the fatherless who had none to assist
him. The man who was dying blessed me; I made the widow’s heart sing. I put
on righteousness as my clothing; justice was my robe and my turban. I was
eyes to the blind and feet to the lame.
